The Deposit

Attendance deposit will be taken in full if the sailor cancels their place after 4pm on Friday 5th September.

As boats are supplied, it is normal in Team Racing for a damage deposit to be lodged so that the insurance excess can be met in the case of damage above normal wear and tear.

Damage will be assessed as the responsibility of both people in the boat at the time of any incident resulting in damage. It is essential that any damage is reported promptly. Any un-attributable damage may be taken as a proportion from all damage deposits.

Normally the damage deposit is provided by a cheque which is not cashed unless required and can be destroyed at the end of the course. However, if paying by credit card the authorisation may be used for your damage deposit.

Risk Statement

Sailing is by its nature an unpredictable sport and therefore involves an element of risk. By taking part in the event, each sailor agrees and acknowledges that: 

a) They are aware of the inherent element of risk involved in the sport and accept responsibility for the exposure of themselves, their crew and their boat to such inherent risk whilst taking part in the event; 

b) They are responsible for the safety of themselves, their crew, their boat and their other property whether afloat or ashore; 

c) They accept responsibility for any injury, damage or loss to the extent caused by their own actions or omissions; 

d) They will ensure their boat is in good order, equipped to sail in the event and they are fit to participate; 

e) The provision of a race management team, patrol boats, umpires and other officials and volunteers by the organiser does not relieve them of their own responsibilities; 

f) The provision of patrol boat cover is limited to such assistance, particularly in extreme weather conditions, as can be practically provided in the circumstances; 

Age Requirement

All persons on the course must have attained their 18th birthday. The organisers are not prepared to act in Loco-parentis for anyone under this age. Applications are welcome from under 18yr olds, provided that they will have attained the age of 18 by the time of the course, however, in such cases parents must stand as guarantors for the damage deposit and accept the risk statement.
Other Requirement

This is a non residential course and you will need to bring a packed lunch or make other arrangements as club catering will not be present for the course. Vending machines are available at OSC.
